Big Question:  What is your reaction to the revised draft standards of practice (SOP) in nutrition care for the rd and dtr and standards of professional practice (SOPP) for the rd and dtr?  should the house of delegates approve the revised draft sop/sopp?
BACKGROUND

· The Quality Management Committee was charged with reviewing and revising the ADA Standards of Practice (SOP) in Nutrition Care for the RD and DTR and the Standards of Professional Practice (SOPP) for the RD and DTR in November 2006 by the ADA Board of Directors.

· As a result, the Quality Management Committee reviewed the 2005 SOP and SOPP during the 2006-07 program year with close attention to the federal regulations to ensure consistency.

· The Quality Management Committee solicited feedback on the draft SOP/SOPP by conducting two surveys in May 2007 of RDs and DTRs (including both members and non-members) and received input from over 500 individuals.

· The essential changes to the revised draft SOP/SOPP include the following: 

1) An added emphasis to the importance of compliance with regulatory standards; 

2) The definition of supervision; and, 

3) Clear delineation between the RD and DTR standards of practice in nutrition care.  

· Additionally, the important team interaction between the RD and DTR is incorporated to promote a shared understanding in practice.

· At this time, the Quality Management Committee is releasing the revised draft SOP/SOPP to the membership for final comments before the House of Delegates takes action on the document.
MEMBER INPUT NEEDED

· Members are encouraged to review the following documents in order to provide input on the revised draft SOP/SOPP:

1) Executive Summary of Revised Draft SOP/SOPP which includes a chart comparing changes between the 2005 SOP/SOPP and 2008 version (3 pages)

3) Frequently Asked Questions Related to the Revised Draft SOP/SOPP (4 pages).

· The final copy of the SOP/SOPP will be released to the House of Delegates on March 24, 2008.  The HOD will conduct an electronic dialogue and vote on the draft document between March 24 and April 15, 2008.  

· The results of the HOD electronic voting will be posted to the membership on April 18, 2008.

Action Alert: Funding School Gardens via the 2007 Farm Bill
DECEMBER 19, 2007
TEXT OF SANDERS AMENDMENT TO THE SENATE FARM BILL AUTHORIZING
FUNDING FOR COMMUNITY SCHOOL GARDENS 
INCLUDED IN THE HARKIN MANAGER'S AMENDMENT PASSED BY U.S.
SENATE - DECEMBER 14, 2007

(3) PILOT PROGRAM FOR HIGH-POVERTY SCHOOLS.-- 

(A) DEFINITIONS.--In this paragraph:

(i) ELIGIBLE PROGRAM.--The term 'eligible program' means-- 

(I) a school-based program with hands-on vegetable gardening 
and nutrition education that is incorporated into the curriculum for 
1 or more grades at 2 or more eligible schools; or

(II) a community-based summer program with hands-on vegetable 
gardening and nutrition education that is part of, or coordinated with, 
a summer enrichment program at 2 or more eligible schools.

(ii) ELIGIBLE SCHOOL.--The term 'eligible school' means a public 
school, at least 50 percent of the students of which are eligible for free 
or reduced price meals under this Act.

(B) ESTABLISHMENT.--The Secretary shall carry out a pilot program under which the Secretary shall provide to nonprofit organizations or public entities in not more than 5 States grants to develop and run, through eligible programs, community gardens at eligible schools in the States that would-- 

(i) be planted, cared for, and harvested by students at the 
eligible schools; and

(ii) teach the students participating in the community gardens about 
agriculture, sound farming practices, and diet.

(C) PRIORITY STATES.--Of the States provided a grant under this paragraph-- 

(i) at least 1 State shall be among the 15 largest States, as determined 
by the Secretary;

(ii) at least 1 State shall be among the 16th to 30th largest States, as
determined by the Secretary; and

(iii) at least 1 State shall be a State that is not described in clause (i) or (ii).

(D) USE OF PRODUCE.--Produce from a community garden provided a grant under this paragraph may be-- 

(i) used to supplement food provided at the eligible school;

(ii) distributed to students to bring home to the families of the students; or

(iii) donated to a local food bank or senior center nutrition program.

(E) NO COST-SHARING REQUIREMENT.--A nonprofit organization or public entity that receives a grant under this paragraph shall not be required to share the cost of carrying out the activities assisted under this paragraph.

(F) EVALUATION.--A nonprofit organization or public entity that receives a grant under this paragraph shall be required to cooperate in an evaluation in accordance with paragraph (1)(H).

(G) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.--There is authorized to be appropriated to carry out this paragraph $10,000,000.
